What is one of the 
funniest things that has 
happened to you as a 
missionary? 
Before returning to 
the hot summers of 
Santiago, we prayed 
that the Lord would 
provide a home with 

a swimming pool.  Our new house had a peculiar basement 
with a decidedly downhill angle and an old drain in one 
corner.  When I asked the landlord about it, he explained that 
his parents had built the house over the old swimming pool.

What is your most interesting food experience? 
We were once invited to a meal.  The solitary light bulb 
above the kitchen table went dark.  As the room lay in 
darkness, we sat and talked without eating.  After ten 
minutes the light bulb came on again, revealing a large herd 
of cockroaches enjoying the food on my plate.

How did you receive your call to ministry? 
I remember at age 13 bolting down the aisle at a missionary 
conference as if I were in a race and no longer being afraid 
that God would call me to “Africa.”

4. Pray that workers in the home will be living examples 
of God’s love. 

5. That all of the C&MA churches in Chile become 
involved with the day to day activities and needs of 
the orphanage.

Building and maintaining quality facilities is costly in 
Chile.  Your contribution, along with those of others, 
will assist with construction/maintenance.
